All the activities planned in the 2014 Annual Programme published on our website at the beginning of last year were carried out. 
ACADEMIC ACTIVITIES
In May 2014 the International School of Museology – Piran was organised by the Forum of Slavic Cultures and the Primorska University under the EMA auspices. EMA also contributed with lectures by some of our experts. 
The Kenneth Hudson Seminar in October this year took place in Brescia at the Musil on the theme ‘Digital Creativity museums’.  

At the IULM University of Milan the Master Course in European Museology was held again in co-operation with EMA. 

 EMA Lectures held included the Courtauld Institute of Arts in London – a lecture by Wim van der Weiden; a lecture at the Museum Agbar  in Barcelona by Massimo Negri; and by Karl Murr and René Capovin at the Best in Heritage meeting in Dubrovnik.

AWARDS

Children in Museums Award 

The third edition of the Children in Museums Award took place in Bologna in March 2014. The prizegiving Ceremony was held in the library of the Institute of Cultural Heritage of the Regione Emilia Romagna, followed by a small reception.  The winner was the National Gallery of Denmark (Statens Museum for Kunst),   This event was the last of the three editions organised with the support of the International Children’s Book Fair of Bologna. From 2015 the ceremony will be held in the context of the Hands On! Association of Children in Museums Conference, the first one taking place in Amsterdam on 14 October 2015. The partnership with Hands On! Is well established and is also promising for the future. 
The 2014 Micheletti Award 
The judging meeting of this award was held once again in March in Brescia thanks to the hospitality of the Micheletti Foundation and the Musil Foundation. The Annual Conference and Ceremony took place in Glasgow at the Burrell Collection and the Riverside Museum in April 2014, attended by participants from more than 20 countries in Europe and Asia. The 2014 winner was the MUSE in Trento, Italy. A strong delegation from the European Museum Academy, which was responsible for the selection and assessment of candidates, was present, and the Ceremony was organized well by our local partner. The next Ceremony will be organized in Brescia to mark the 20th anniversary of the Award, on 7-9 May 2015, coinciding with the opening of the Universal EXPO in Milan.
Heritage in Motion
The results of the first edition of the Heritage in Motion competition were announced during the Micheletti Award meeting in Glasgow. The Award celebrates innovation of digital technologies and (social) media in the field of cultural heritage and is the result of a co-operation between Europa Nostra, Europeana and EMA.  The Jury was unanimous in declaring Bologna: City of Water and its producer Studio Base2 as winners of the Best Achievement Award.  There were three other winners in different categories.
The Ziva Award

The newly established Ziva Award, promoted by the Forum of Slavic Cultures with the assistance of EMA, organised its first seminar and ceremony in Skopje, Macedonia in November 2014. The winner was the Gallery of Matica in Novi Sad, Serbia.
2014 Museums in Short Award – Brescia
This Award, organised by the Micheletti Foundation with other partners, including EMA, was postponed for practical reasons.
